A replica of an 1880s-style depot, the 
museum building houses thousands of rare 
old photographs, artifacts and documents 
illustrating the colorful histories of the 
railroads which have served the state for over 
125 years.  The museum building, based in 
exterior design on standard station 
construction of the 1880s, houses the largest 
known collection of historic records, 
mementos, artifacts, and pictures of Colorado 
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railroads.   The museum grounds, 15 acres, 
contain three main buildings: the actual 
museum and gift shop, the Robert W. 
Richardson Library, and the Cornelius W. 
Hauck Restoration Facility, better known as 
the Roundhouse.

Durango was founded by the Denver & Rio 
Grande Railway in 1879. The railroad arrived 
in Durango on August 5, 1881 and 
construction on the line to Silverton began in 
the fall of the same year. By July of 1882, the 
tracks to Silverton were completed, and the 
train began hauling both freight and 
passengers. 
 
This historic train has been in continuous 
operation for 129 years, carrying passengers 
behind vintage steam locomotives and rolling 
stock indigenous to the line. Relive the sights 
and sounds of yesteryear for a spectacular 
journey on board the Durango & Silverton 
Narrow Gauge Railroad.
